SEEING IS BELIEVING 
 Seeing is believing! Since cellphone screens con-
nect us instantly to social media, live TV, and loved 
ones’ faces near and far, “Doubting 
Thomas” could be our patron saint:

In Reve-
lation, “our brother John” doesn’t just claim he saw 
Jesus alive, but passes on Jesus’ life-giving words,
